Update on Member Census Participation 

As we pass the mid-year point for the current fiscal year, I wanted to update you on the progress we are making with the ASID Member Census.  

We have now received more than 5,200 hundred responses.  This is a tremendous response compared to most of the surveys and questionnaires 

we have done; however, we still have a long way to go to reach our goal of 60% participation by the end of the fiscal year in September. 

Below is a breakout, by chapter, of the number of responses we had received as of March 31, 2010, and a rough calculation of the percent of 

response from each chapter.  The chapters with the red check marks () are those where we have run the incentive program, which consists of an 

opportunity to win a $200 American Express Gift Card.  As you will see, this program has been very successful in substantially boosting the
